Habitat for 2007
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St Paul Fundraiser for Habitat: We are currently "Building the House 2007" with bricks,
doors, shingles, and windows. See Matt Hampton, John Laugeson or Bob Rogers if you would
like to contribute to our in-house fundraising project. You may dedicate a component of the

house just as we have done in the past years.
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Spring of Life intends to build this year; Members of the Steering Committee for the Spring
of Life Partnership announced their intention to build another Habitat for Humanity house—
our sixth—in 2007. Construction on a new house won't begin until late spring, at the earliest.
A start-date depends upon the Affiliate (Habitat for Humanity of Northern Fox Valley)
securing a building permit and completing site development. The project will be one half of a
duplex in Carpentersville; Spring of Life and another partnership from the Affiliate would each build one
half of the building.

Affiliate organizing Katrina rebuilding trip: Volunteers who want to start building sooner are en-
couraged to join group being organized by the Affiliate for a week-long trip to Mobile, Ala., March 24-31 to
rebuild homes destroyed by Hurricane Katrina in August 2005. A church in
Mobile is providing lodging and dinners so volunteers’ only out-of-pocket costs will be
transportation (a share of auto or bus costs depending upon the size of the group) and
incidental expenses.

Other Spring of Life News: The Steering Committee is also investigating the possibility of adding two
or three churches to the partnership as well as additional funding through corporate or foundation grants
and in-kind donations of material or services. In addition, they are exploring whether or not the partner-
ship could be eligible for funding through the “Thrivent Builds for Habitat” program in 2008. The actions
are necessary because inflation has caused building costs to increase dramatically since the partnership
was formed 10 years ago. When we started the cost of materials to build a Habitat house was about
$30,000; today material costs are nearly three times that amount. The Steering Committee is looking to
fill positions of Secretary, Volunteer Coordinator and a Web Administrator to maintain the partnership’s
presence in the World Wide Web. (We're also searching for a web designer to give the site a new look.)
